As the owner of a new Data & Video Colour Projector, you are probably eager to try out your new projector.
Before you do, we suggest that you spend a little time reading this manual to familiarize yourself with the

operating procedures, so that you will receive maximum enjoyment from the many features included on your new
projector.

This owner’'s manual will acquaint you with your projector’s features. Reading it will help us too. Through the
years, we have found that many service requests were not caused by problems with our projectors. They were
caused by problems that could have been prevented, if the owner had followed the instructions in the manual.

You can often correct operating problems yourself. If your projector fails to work properly, locate the operating
problem in the Helpful Hints Chart on page 26 and try the solutions marked for each problem.

SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

WARNING:

TO REDUCE THE RISK OF FIRE OR ELECTRIC SHOCK, DO NOT EXPOSE THIS APPLIANCE TO RAIN OR
MOISTURE.

Intense light source. Do not stare directly into the projection lens as possible eye damage could result.
Be especially careful that chiidren do not stare directly into the beam.

If the projector will not be used for an extended time, unplug the projector from the power outlet.

When replacement parts are required, be sure the
service technician has used replacement parts specified
by the manufacturer that have the same characteristics
as the original part. Unauthorized substitutions may
result in fire, electric shock, or injury to persons.

Upon completion of any service or repairs to this
projector, ask the service technician to perform routine
safety checks to determine that the projector is in safe
operating condition.

Wait at least 5 minutes before turning the projector on.

If the TEMPERATURE WARNING INDICATOR continues to flash, follow the procedures below:

(1). Press POWER (LAMP} ON/OFF button to OFF.
{2). Check the air filter for dust accumulation.

(3). Remove dust with vacuum cleaner (See air filter care and cleaning on page 25.)
{4). Press POWER (LAMP) ON/OFF button to ON.

If the TEMPERATURE WARNING INDICATOR still continues to flash, call your authorized distributor or dealer
for service.

TO TURN OFF THE PROJECTOR

Press the POWER (LAMP} ON/OFF button on the projector (or on the remote controt unit) to OFF. The POWER indicator
will light bright and READY indicator will turn off. The cooling fan will operate for 1 minute after the projector is turned off,
(During this "cooling down™ period, the projector can not be turned on.)

After 1 minute, the READY indicator will light green again and the projector may be turned on by pressing the POWER
{LAMP) ON/OFF button.

LEVEL (+) or {-) to obtain your desired picture size. (The zoom display will appear
for 5 seconds.)

Should the air filter become clogged with dust particles, it will reduce the cooling fan's effectiveness and may result in

To clean the air filter, follow the cleaning procedures below.
